The Centre boasts one of the 
largest private railway collections in the country with many steam locomotives from 
express passenger types to the humble shunting engine, as well as numerous interest-
ing items of rolling stock. These include a coach from the Royal Train of 1901 and 
another used by Winston Churchill and General Eisenhower for wartime planning 
meetings in 1944.
